How to make a CD of parts from the website.
This is only for Windows, I don’t know about Macs

Right-click on the radar button of the track that you want. Choose ‘Save target as..’  Create a folder where you want to store these tracks -  i.e ‘Teaching song clips’ in ‘My Music’  Make sure the option ‘Save as Type’ is set to ‘mp3 format sound’ then click ‘Save’.

Use the same procedure for each track you want in your new folder. (There may be a quicker way to do all at once that I couldn’t work out)

In that folder single-click on the first track then hold down Shift and single-click on the last track.  This will highlight all your tracks.  Click the option ‘Copy to audio CD’ on the left menu pane.

This will open Windows Media Player and all your tracks should be there.  Highlight them all and drag them on to the right-hand pane. Put a CD in and click ‘Start Burn’  

That should be it.  Have a cup of tea.

If your tracks are not in Media Player you need to check that your ‘Rip’ setting is mp3. Hover over the ‘Rip’ button on the top bar, click the arrow that appears, click ‘Format’ then tick mp3.  If it’s already ticked go and have a cup of tea then try again.

(Be aware that path “Documents and Settings\…\My Documents\My Music” is a different place to “Documents and Settings\…\My Documents\My Documents\My Music”  If you can’t find what you expect in one place it might be in the other).
